Mark 15.22-41 (NRSV)  
Then they brought Jesus to the place called Golgotha (which means the place of a skull). And they 
offered him wine mixed with myrrh; but he did not take it. And they crucified him, and divided his 
clothes among them, casting lots to decide what each should take. 
It was nine oôclock in the morning when they crucified him. The inscription of the charge against him 
read, ñThe King of the Jews.ò And with him they crucified two bandits, one on his right and one on his 
left. Those who passed by derided him, shaking their heads and saying, ñAha! You who would destroy 
the temple and build it in three days, save yourself, and come down from the cross!ò In the same way 
the chief priests, along with the scribes, were also mocking him among themselves and saying, ñHe 
saved others; he cannot save himself.  Let the Messiah, the King of Israel, come down from the cross 
now, so that we may see and believe.ò Those who were crucified with him also taunted him. 
When it was noon, darkness came over the whole land until three in the afternoon. At three oôclock 
Jesus cried out with a loud voice, ñEloi, Eloi, lema sabachthani?ò which means, ñMy God, my God, 
why have you forsaken me?ò When some of the bystanders heard it, they said, ñListen, he is calling for 
Elijah.ò And someone ran, filled a sponge with sour wine, put it on a stick, and gave it to him to drink, 
saying, ñWait, let us see whether Elijah will come to take him down.ò Then Jesus gave a loud cry and 
breathed his last. And the curtain of the temple was torn in two, from top to bottom. Now when the 
centurion, who stood facing him, saw that in this way he breathed his last, he said, ñTruly this man was 
Godôs Son!ò 
There were also women looking on from a distance; among them were Mary Magdalene, and Mary the 
mother of James the younger and of Joses, and Salome. These used to follow him and provided for him 
when he was in Galilee; and there were many other women who had come up with him to Jerusalem. 
 
John 14:1-14   
ñDonôt let your hearts be troubled. You have faith in God; have faith in me as well. In Godôs house 
there are many dwelling places; otherwise, how could I have told you that I was going to prepare a 
place for you? I am indeed going to prepare a place for you, and then I will come back to take you with 
me, that where I am there you may be as well. You know the way that leads to where I am going.ò 
Thomas replied, ñBut we donôt know where youôre going. How can we know the way?ò  
Jesus told him, ñI myself am the wayð I am Truth, and I am Life. No one comes to Abba God but 
through me. If you really knew me, you would know Abba God also. From this point on, you know 
Abba God and you have seen God.ò  
ñRabbi,ò Philip said, ñshow us Abba God, and that will be enough for us.ò  
Jesus replied, ñHave I been with you all this time, Philip, and still you donôt know me? Whoever has 
seen me has seen Abba God. How can you say, óshow us your Abbaô? Donôt you believe that I am in 
Abba God and God is in me? The words I speak are not spoken of myself; it is Abba God, living in me, 
who is accomplishing the works of God. Believe me that I am in God and God is in me, or else believe 
because of the works I do. The truth of the matter is, anyone who has faith in me will do the works I 
doð and greater works besides. Why? because I go to Abba God, and whatever you ask in my name I 
will do, so that God may be glorified in me. Anything you ask in my name I will do.ò
